System requirements for Instrument Refresher: An IPC Simulator

Pentium-class processor (200 MHz or faster for Win98/ME, 300 MHz or faster for Win2000/XP; Windows 98/ME/2000/XP; DirectX Version 8.1 (included on the IPC CD); 64 MB Ram (Win98/ME), 128 MB (2000/XP); for minimum installation 20 MB available hard drive space, 125 MB for maximum installation; CD-ROM drive; 800x600 SVGA video adapter and monitor; Windows DirectX-compatible sound card and speakers; mouse; joystick or yoke.

System requirements for Instrument Refresher Demo

QuickTime Version 4, or later. QuickTime Version 6 is included with the IPC Demo zip file referenced below. It is also available from Apple’s Quick Time Download Page. Previous versions must be un-installed prior to installing QuickTime Version 4 or later. For online viewing, a current version of either Internet Explorer or Netscape, compatible with Apple’s QuickTime plugin for online viewing. 

Installing/Running Instrument Refresher Demo

1.
Turn your speakers on; the demo includes audio, as well as video and a text track.

2.
If you need to install Quicktime first, download the ipcdemowqt.zip file. This file includes the demo, the QuickTime 6 installer files, and this readme file.  You will need an unzipping utility to unzip the file.  We recommend Winzip.  After installing QuickTime, you’ll be able to view the demo offline. If you currently have Quicktime 4 or later installed, and would like to view the demo online, simply click on the Instrument Refresher Demo link to begin downloading for online viewing. After it has run, you can then save it locally for future viewing.

3.
For offline viewing, locate the IPCdemo.mov, and double-click on it, or open Quicktime , and open the movie via its ‘File’ menu.

For both offline and online viewing

1.
Press the large round button in the bottom of the screen (Play).

2.
Use the space bar on your keyboard to pause and re-start the demo at any point.

3.
Click and drag the diamond symbol in the bar to view any specific point in the demo.

4.
If you are running with your monitor set to 800x600, press Ctrl+3 to resize the movie to fit your screen.
